Summary:

350 word plain language summary that is understandable to the general public, for use in public reports (ie: media, newsletter) and reporting to the Education Committee, the Executive Committee, etc.

Objectives:

Please list the objectives of the project as specified in the original application. Identify any changes from the original application and discuss reasons for these changes.

Progress:

Please outline the progress of the project to date and briefly discuss the next stages of the research.

E.g.: 180 subjects have been tested over a period of two years. Various instruments have been used to attempt to condition the subjects, ranging from exact examples to detailed and rambling descriptions. Over the next year the results will be analysed and compared to baseline data to identify any changes in reporting ability.

Results:

Please present and discuss research findings in relation to the aims and objectives of the proposal. Where applicable, data arising from statistical analyses should be included to support claims. The results should also be in language understandable to the general community. 

E.g.: 87% of High school students disapprove the use of performance enhancing drugs. According to the profile of the 13% which does approve the use of performance enhancing drugs, prevention programmes should target male teenagers prone to risk behaviour. All research results should be included here.

Effect of Research on Professional Development:
